¢ Find out specifically what the extended warranty covers, and ask about things such as overheating and
wear-and-tear damage.

¢ Ask if both parts and labor are covered.

¢ Always have a number you can call and to talk to an actual human instead of only conducting business
online only.

¢ Read as much of the small print as you can and get any questions answered that you don't fully understand.
